1. Subject Matter of Agreement
1.1. The Licensor(s) give(s) permission for the Licensee on producing and publishing a copy of the Article in electronic (digital) and/or other format in the Journal, published by M.S. Poliakov Institute of Geotechnical Mechanics of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, in accordance with the publishing policies for the Journal specified by the Licensee.
The Licensor(s) assure(s) that he/she/they have not given and will not give permission to produce and publish a copy of the Article to another publisher; property rights to the Article have not been transferred to other persons, and license for the use of the Article have not been given to a third party (other persons).
1.2. The Licensee implements editing and publishing processes for the Article, as well as posting the Article on the journal's website.
1.3. Use of the manuscript of the Article during editing and publishing processes for the Article, publishing the Article, as well as use of the published Article by the Licensor(s) and users is implemented under the CC BY-NC-ND 4.0 license (hereinafter - the CC License),
